The BX8848 4-Diode Wiring Kit is recommended for this vehicle.

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1.	 Remove the six (6) Phillips head push 
pins from the top edge of the fascia.

2.	 Using a 8MM socket or Phillips screwdriver, 
remove the screw from the top edge of the 
wheel well. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

3.	 Remove the four (4) Phillips head push 
pins from the underside of the fascia. 
There are two (2) on each side. 

	 Remove the fascia from the vehicle, 
disconnecting any electrical lines and set 
the fascia aside.

4.	 Unsnap the wiring loom from the backside 
of the fascia (inset). Using a 12MM 
socket, remove the three (3) bolts from 
the bumper (white). Then using a 10MM 
socket, remove the remaining bolt from 
the bumper (gray). Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle. The bumper will not be 
reinstalled.

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5.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the two (2) 
screws from the passenger side headlight. 
Disconnect the wiring and set aside. 

6.	 Underneath the passenger side headlight, 
using a 10MM socket, remove the screw 
from the brace (white). Then using a 
12MM socket, remove the screws from the 
top and side of the brace (gray).

7.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the two 
(2) screws from the washer reservoir. 
Disconnect/plug lines and set the reservoir 
aside.



8.	 On the driver side, remove the wiring 
harness from the frame.


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9.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the screw 
from the cooler line. Trim the face of the 
frame 3” over and 5” down as shown for 
baseplate clearance. Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle.

10.	 On the passenger side, bend the frame 
face over to allow nut plate access (inset).
Position the baseplate onto the vehicle. 
Install two (2) 10MM-1.25 bolts with 10MM 
lock washers into the existing holes at 
the rear of the baseplate. Do this on 
both sides of the vehicle. Fully tighten all 
hardware.

11.	 Using a 13/32” drill bit, drill the two (2) 
remaining holes in the sideplate thru the 
frame. Install 3/8”-13 x 1-1/4” bolts with 
3/8” lock washers into the holes and 3/8” 
nut plates on the inside of the frame. Do 
this on both sides of the vehicle. Fully 
tighten all hardware.

	 Note: After passenger side nut plates are 
installed the frame face can be bent back.





12.	 On the driver side, reinstall the coolant 
line to the baseplate tab with the existing 
hardware.


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13.	 Trim approximately 1/4” of the tab of the  
washer reservoir for clearance of the bolt. 
Reinstall the reservoir starting the back 
bolt first then the front bolt.

	 Note: The front slot may need to be 
elongated slightly for bolt clearance (gray).

	
	 Reinstall the support bracket bolts and 

passenger headlight. 

14.	 Attach the permanent baseplate safety 	
cables to the provided convenience link on 
the baseplate. The photo above shows the 
recommended installation of the cables to 
frame of vehicle. Additional options may 
interfere with suggested mounting; in this 
case, secure the cables to a solid piece of 
the frame as described in the instructions 
included with the permanent baseplate safety 
cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub 
against any hoses or moving parts. Do this 
on BOTH sides of the vehicle. 




15.	 Optional Breakaway: Install the bracket to 
the existing bolt location just to the side 
of the intercooler (white) with three (3) flat 
washers behind as a spacer (inset). 

	 Bend the tab of the breakaway up 90° and 
attach it to the bracket with 1/4”-20 x 3/4 
bolt and 1/4”-20 lock nut (gray).







16.	 On the backside of the fascia, trim the 
tab off the edge of the grille for baseplate 
clearance. Also trim the tab off the upper 
styrofoam support. Do this on both sides 
of the fascia,

17.	 Hold the fascia as close to its original 
position, mark and trim the fascia around 
the attachment tabs. Reinstall the fascia.
