Vehicle Weight:

The weight of this vehicle is near the Class

11, 5,000 Ib. rating limitations. Some models,
depending on options, may well exceed this
5,000 Ib. rating. Be sure to confirm the weight of
your individual vehicle before towing. As of 1999,
the Aventa® Il is now 10,000 lbs. and either

the Aventa® Il or the Aventa® LX tow bar must be
used for these applications.

Tow Bar Adapters are NOT to be used with
vehicles weighing over 5,000 Ibs.

Installation Notes: The fascia metal
bumper and air baffle are removed and
reinstalled during installation of the baseplate.
Drilling is required. Trimming of the fascia is
required.

The dimensional variations between otherwise
identical vehicles can be considerable.

While the baseplate was designed for easy
installation, it may be necessary to tailor the
baseplate slightly to compensate for auto
manufacturer’s tolerances. These minor
adjustments may include filing a hole slightly,
bending electrical rods and/ or bending end
plates.

The BX8869 Bulb and Socket Wiring Kit is
recommended for this vehicle.

1. 2005-07 MODELS: Using the Phillips screw
driver, remove the Phillips screw from rubber
bumper, do this to both sides and set rubber
bumper aside for later reinstallment.

2. 2005-07 MODELS: Remove push pin from

top edge of fascia just below hood latch and
set aside for reinstallation later.

3. 2008 MATRIX: Using the Phillips screw driver,
remove the Phillips screw from the top of the
fascia outer edge, both sides. Also remove
the push pin from the center (gray arrow).

4. ALL MODELS: Using a 10MM socket, 5. 2005-07 MODELS: Behind fascia on bottom
remove two metric bolts just forward of front of metal bumper, are two push pins to remove
tire. Do this to both sides and set aside bolts from facia’s tabs. Remove with flat screw
for later reinstallation. driver and set aside for later reinstallation.

7. ALL MODELS: Remove metric bolt just
forward the front tire on upper corner of fascia
and inside of wheel well, using a 10MM
socket. Do this to both sides. Pull fascia
forward, unplug electrical connection to fog
lights, and carefully set aside for reinstallation
later.

6. 2008 MATRIX: Underneath the bumper,
remove two push pins with a flat screw driver.
Set aside for later reinstallation.

8. ALL MODELS: Remove wire loom from the
top of metal bumper with flat screw driver
and tie loom up to open area for baseplate
installation.

14. ALL MODELS: Using the baseplate as a
template, drill two holes into bottom of frame
with 13/32” drill bit, both sides. Insert nut
plates into 1 1/4” hole on frame rail to align

Slide a
short piece of pipe or deep well socket
over drill bit to protect coolant line.

16. 2005-07 MODELS: Hold fascia as close to its
original position as possible, mark and cut grill
with utility knife to allow baseplate receivers to
come through. Plug in fog lights in applicable
on back side of fascia and reinstall fascia.

15. ALL MODELS: Reinstall bumper bracket,
metal bumper and styrofoam. Be sure to
reattach wire loom to top of bumper.

2008 MATRIX: On the inside of the fascia,
using the utility knife trim off the tab as shown.

Do this on both sides.

17. 2008 MATRIX: Attach the permanent
baseplate safety cables to a solid piece of the
vehicle’s frame as in above photos or as close

to as possible.

Be sure that ALL electrical connections
are plugged in properly and functioning
BEFORE installing the fascia.

18B. 2008 MATRIX: Trim the fascia as needed
for the baseplate receivers to come through.
